Subject: Water System Improvements

Dear Water User,
You are likely aware that the Town of Franconia is moving forward with the Water System Improvements project recently approved at the 2009 Town Meeting.

At this point our engineers are finalizing the project design. As part of this work soil borings must be performed along the water main route, to obtain subsurface information, that will allow contractors to better understand what they may encounter when the water main is being installed. You may notice a white painted circle or a white painted grade stake in your yard or driveway. This is on your property because the existing water main/line is on your property and it is proposed to be replaced/upgraded as part of the project. At this point we are proposing to perform a soil(s) boring at the marked location. This work will involve a drill rig truck(larger than a pick-up truck and smaller than a well drilling rig) accessing the location and boring a 4 to 5 inch diameter hole to about 10 feet deep. The hole will be filled with the material removed. There may be truck tracks left in grass areas, holes in pavement will be patched temporarily with cold patch. Our engineers, Stantec Consulting Services Inc., will have a field engineer on your property while the soil boring and clean-up work is performed. If you are home when the work is being done we welcome your questions or concerns, please direct then to the Stantec representative. If you are not at home while the work is being done and you have concerns or questions please call the Town Office and speak with Sally Small at 603-823-7752.
Also, because the existing water main is on your property and the new water main is planned to be relocated in generally the same location, you will be contacted by the Town, requesting a meeting in the near future to discuss formalizing a temporary and permanent easement for the water main. The purpose of an easement will be to allow permission for temporary access for the construction, permanent permission to maintain and repair the water main while protecting your property damage from the water main.
Once the final design is completed and construction bids accepted, the Town will hold informational meetings and develop regular means of communicating the Improvement Projects detailed plans and schedule. We anticipate that this informational phase will begin in July or early August, with construction commencing in late September.
