FRANCONIA PLANNING BOARD
January 13, 2014

A regular meeting of the Franconia Planning Board was held on Monday, January 13, 2014 at the Franconia Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

CIP Board – Bob Montagno & Moegns Jessen
Bob Montagano gave an overall summary of the proposed Capital Improvement Plan for the upcoming 2014 year.  The projection for 2013 was $355,100 and projections for 2014 are $388,800 a 33.7% increase.  Bob explained that there are 3 areas that have caused this increase.  One of the Highway Departments trucks had rotted out and will need to be replaced with a used replacement for $20,000.  The second item which is in need of funds and attention is the Sidewalk Improvement Project.  In the past only $1,000 was being allocated to this fund and in order to make any progress the committee is bumping the amount up to $20,000.  The transfer station baler will be replaced using funds from the Transfer Station Special Revenue Fund.  Bob also mentioned that for the future the Committee is looking at starting to put more funds aside for Bridges which are currently deemed safe via the State.  The third increase comes in the Road Improvements.  Moegns Jessen spoke to the increase in putting aside $120, 000 on strategic road plan for replacement and maintenance of roads in town stating that a new plan is being implemented and in order to make progress this increase in funds is necessary.  Bob also spoke about the Replacement of the Safety Services Building and announced that the first public meeting is scheduled for January 22nd with Provan & Loerber the architect for the project.  Bob also mentioned that the Selectmen are considering bids for replacement of the front steps at the Town Hall.
Dick Reinhold commented that the % have been removed from the CIP reporting and felt it was helpful information.  Moegns Jessen said it was removed last year and this year but can certainly be put back into the report.

The Planning Board was very appreciative of all the hard work the CIP has done and continues to do.  Mark Hesler made a motion to accept the proposed CIP report for 2014.  Ted Hoyle seconded it and the motion carried to accept the CIP report.
Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 PM.
