A regular meeting of the Franconia Planning Board was held on Monday, April 14, 2014 at the Franconia Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM.  
Steve & Cindy Berlack – Informal Discussion - Relocation of Driveway @ 42 Church Street, Map 14, Lot 72:

The Barracks came in to see about the possibility of getting a variance for relocating a driveway to access 2 lots that abut their property.  Currently they have one driveway serving 2 lots and the church the ROW thru the church is currently undefined on set backs.  A 50 foot ROW is needed.  There are currently two driveways entering the church property off of Rte. 116/Church Street.  The State would need to be contacted and approve the second driveway.  The Berlack’s also discussed the possibility of subdividing their property for lots for their children.  The Planning Board referenced them to the ZBA.

Thad Presby recused himself as a member of the Planning Board to present his Site Plan Review to the Planning Board.  The Board did do an on-site visit on April 7th and Thad reviewed the plans showing where 3 new gas pumps would go with a canopy equipped with a fire suppression mechanism in the canopy which will cover the pumps.  He also sighted where underground tanks would be removed and replaced with new slightly larger tanks.  The current building will be demolished and replaced with a building of the same foot print at a future date.  There will also be a small 12 x 12 shed constructed to house the computers for the pumps as the station will run unattended 24/7.
There was a lot of discussion revolving around a list of criteria that was presented in a letter by Allan Clark the building inspector.  Allan Clark emailed this letter to the Chairman of the Planning Board on Monday, April 14 as he was not able to attend the meeting.  Thad Presby noted that this was the original list of items that were discussed with Rick Gaudette, the Fire Chief and Allan Clark, the building inspector and the Presby’s are seeing to it that the list of requirements is met.  Thad did tell the Planning Board that he contacted the State Fire Marshall’s office and there is no requirement from the Presby’s to do a Site Plan Review but in order to comply with what the Town’s fire chief and building inspector want they are doing it.
Mark Hesler went down the checklist:  There was a question from the Board regarding the current plans which list Bob Warden’s name on them and whether the State permits were signed over from Bob to the Presby’s.     Thad did not see this as a problem and felt that the permits were transferrable but it will be noted in the minutes that the Planning Board had a concern about this.  

There were members of the Board that were insistent that the list of items that were outlined in Allan Clark’s letter should be referenced on the plan somewhere.  It was decided that a reference would be made to the list on the plan but the list would be kept on file.  There was also a question about the occupancy permit and whether it meant this would be issued now or when the new building was erected.  Thad seemed to think it would be upon completion of the new building since the station would be unattended until the new building is in place.  There was also question regarding gas spills and how they will get cleaned up at an unattended station.  Thad explained that there is a pad that will allow for absorption but that there will be no one on-site to clean a larger spill.
Continuing through the checklist it was noted that there was no location of site and vicinity on the plan this will need to be added along with dimensions, septic and utility lines and the location of the waterlines on the new plan.  The location of the sign will remain in the existing spot.
Steve Heath made a request to the Planning Board that if the Presby’s decide to do anything different with the new building other than the same use that the Planning Board  require the Presby’s to do a new Site Plan Review.
Thad agreed to make changes on current map and provide an updated as-built map plan for recording.

The Planning Board will approve the existing plans contingent on a new amended plan being presented for recording which will add some of the missing items from the SPR checklist.

Brian Williams made a motion to accept the SPR application provided that all prior conditions were met and Rich Gaudette, the Fire Chief and Alan Clark, the Building Inspector sign off on the plans.  Dick Reinhold seconded and the motion carried to accept the SPR.

Mark Hesler opened the public hearing and Brian Williams made a motion to accept the SPR application provided all prior conditions were met.  Dick Reinhold seconded and the motion carried.

Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 PM. 

Next meeting is scheduled for April 28th.
