FRANCONIA PLANNING BOARD MEETING
September 8, 2014

A regular meeting of the Franconia Planning Board was held on Monday, September 8, 2014 at the Franconia Town Hall.  Brian Williams called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  

Thad Presby recused himself from the hearing as he had vested interest in purchase of Map 14, Lots 44, 36-1 & 36-2.
7:00 – Tucker Scheffer – LLA – 130 Dow Avenue, Map 14, Lots 44, 36-1 & 36-2.
Tucker Scheffer gave an explanation of what he wanted to do with the permission of both Robin  Lubguban & Kathleen White the current owners of Map 14, Lots 44, 36-1 & 36-2. Tucker explained that he would like to take a 16.5 foot x 165 foot strip of land which is a ROW on Map 14 Lot 36 and remove the ROW access and include it as part of his lot Map 14 Lot 44.
Brian Williams opened the public meeting at 7:10.  Tucker and the Planning Board reviewed the map and the proposed LLA which would increase Tucker’s lot from .40 acres to .65 acres and take out the ROW access.  The current map showed 60 foot marking on backside of closing in on ROW and should actually be a 50 foot marking.  Tucker Scheffer agreed to that and said it would be reflected in the mylar and final maps.  The Board recognized this as a condition that would need to be noted on mylar.  The Board also asked whether surveyor pins had been inserted and if it had been marked on all four corners.  This had not been done yet but Tucker said this would be done.  Planning Board noted this as a second  condition to be noted on mylar..

Lydia Cumbee made a motion to accept the application of LLA with 2 conditions. One being the map reflects a 50 ft change in ROW and not 60 ft.  Second condition that the property will be properly marked with surveyor pins on all four corners.

Dick Reinhold seconded the motion and the application was accepted unanimously.  The Public meeting was closed at 7:25.
Brian Williams opened the public hearing at 7:25.  Lydia Cumbee made a motion to accept the application of LLA with 2 conditions. One being the map reflects a 50 ft change in ROW and not 60 ft.  Second condition that the property will be properly marked with surveyor pins on all four corners.

Dick Reinhold seconded the motion and the LLA was accepted unanimously

7:30 – Maureen Hopkins of New England Wireless Networks Informal for antenna & dish placed on Cannon Mountain.

Maureen Hopkins explained that NE Wireless Networks is a service provider for AT&T based in Maine looking to put two antennae and a dish on the tram building next to equipment that is already there. The dish is actually smaller than the current one that is placed on Tram building at top of Cannon Mtn.   She explained that the negotiated lease is not finalized with Cannon Mountain yet but they were feeling confident and wanted to get the approval of the town.  There is no additional power being added and the frequencies do not interfere with other frequencies.
The Planning Board had no objection to NE Wireless Network adding the proposed antennae & dish.

7:50 PM – Alec Morris – Informal for LLA at Franconia Airport
Alec Morris is selling the air field across from the Franconia Inn and wants to separate out the tennis courts, parking lot and leech field which adds up to 3.69 acres.  Originally he thought he needed to do a LLA but was advised to do a Minor Subdivison so that it would create one separate lot.  This will reduce the air field lot down to 14 acres.

Dick Reinhold produced a copy of a recorded plat map that was done on 8/18/2014 and pointed out in #2 of the notes there is  reference to a lot line adjustment.  Alec said that this was an error and that Gardner Kellogg did the plat map but must have used an old map and didn’t update the note section.  Marilyn Knowlton said she would follow up with Gardiner and also check with the Registry to see how this could be amended.
