FCC meeting January 27, 2016
Attending: Ginny, Chris, Mary, Eric, Kathy Bernie

Ginny presented her draft of the petition to intervene with the Northern Pass issue.  This would be a step in the necessary process to give our opinions and input.  It is the primary first step to get a “ticket” to intervene as a town.  This letter is a petition to be “at the table” with SEC as we have a vested interest as a community to any impacts created by the Northern Pass.  She has consulted with a Sierra Club representative involved in the Northern Pass process. She has also consulted with other intervention petitions presented by other interested towns.

Discussion:  The environmental impact statements prepared by Northern Pass are not very detailed in the Franconia area.  We are grouped in a bundle starting with Bethlehem through Bridgewater.  The areas north of us are much more detailed.  We are assuming the info on our area was gathered via aerial surveillance, not an on-site observation method.

Questions were raised about the heat/thermal emissions from the buried cable.  It will be buried in sand, not concrete.
