
MINUTES

FRANCONIA BOARD OF SELECTMEN MEETING

Monday, February 13, 2012
A meeting of the Franconia Board of Selectmen was held at 3:00 pm on Monday, February 13, 2012 at the Franconia Town Hall.  Regular members in attendance were, Rich McLeod, John Lachapelle, Rollie Barnaby, Sally Small and Suzy MacDonald.

Rich McLeod called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm.

BOS Minutes 02/06/2012:  Formal readings of the February 6, 2012 BOS meeting minutes were waived.  The minutes of February 6, 2012 were approved as written.
  
Checks and Transaction List for 02/16/12 - The Board reviewed and signed the checks and transaction list for 02/16/12.
Abatement – Goehlen M14/Lot 84-1 – The Board reviewed and signed an Abatement for Goehlen M 14/Lot 84-1 at the request of the Tax Collector.

2:45 – Scott Leslie – DPW – Scott discussed a situation that occurred on Friday 2/10/12 when a storage tank at Mittersill was being filled with water by LRW for the weekend.  The tank overflowed sending water down roads which quickly turned into ice.  Highway equipment and man power was need to rectify the situation.
Scott would like to look into getting uniforms for his department from a company.  Scott gave John prices which include no contract.  The quote is for $3000 for the first year – for 4 employees.

Scott is concerned with the budget for salt and sand.  Sally explained that this item can come from the Highway Block Grant funds.  Scott would like to see a more accurate figure in the budget.

The salt shed at the Highway Garage is caving in.  A pole has come out of place and Scott is concerned with the building.  A replacement should be sought soon.  The Select Board would like for Scott to do repairs for now.
3:00 – Bob Gilbert – Police Study Panel – A discussion ensued at the last Police Study Panel regarding the possibility of sharing Police services with Easton and Sugar Hill.  Bob has drafted a letter to the Select Board which was circulated  amongst this Board requesting that they open the lines of communication with the two other towns.  Sally will draft a letter to the other two towns and have it ready for the Select Board to look at on Tuesday.  The Select Board would like to include a copy of Bob’s letter with their letter.
The Police Study Panel has met twice and has been very productive with the help of Debra Maes, Facilitator. 
3:15 – Kevin Sneft – Magowan Hill Road & Reservoir – Kevin is still upset about the condition of the fence around the reservoir.  Kevin has spoken with Rene Labranche from Stantec.  The fence has been in disrepair for 4-5 months now.  The Select Board is sure that the weather has something to do with the fence not being fixed and it should be fixed come spring.  Kevin would like to speak with Rene again.

Also uphill from Kevin’s house is an area that needs to be salted frequently when there is any type of precipitation.  Kevin presented pictures of the condition of his front door and his yard area.  The Select Board will speak with Scott Leslie – Public Works Director and with Jim Cyr’s, Highway Employee, to see what can be done.  The Select Board would like to speak with Scott and Jim at the next meeting. 
3:30 – Peter Ainsworth – Library EECBG – Peter Ainsworth has received several emails regarding the EECBG grant for the Library.  The current submitted paperwork needs to be broken down by project and currently everything is lumped together.  Adam Nyborg is no longer the contact as he has moved to California so he has left the finishing up of this project to Peter.  Peter has asked Chris Hodge, who was the contractor for the project, to help with doing the paperwork.  Chris is willing to help but is requesting to get paid for his time.  Peter has some funding for this item but may need help from the Town.  Once the paperwork is re- prepared Peter is willing to hand deliver.  
Peter also spoke of his attempts to speak with a company regarding the repair of the elevator.  He will keep trying.

2012 Budget Hearing/Warrant Review – The 2012 Budget and Warrant were reviewed and discussed.
John mentioned to Sally about getting Local Government Center here to speak with employees about changes in the health insurance (co pay’s) that will save the town and the employee money.  He would like to leave enough time for the employees to speak privately with LGC representatives.
