It's the Ruby-Throated Hummingbird!  Join us on Tuesday, May 22 at 7 pm at the Abbie Greenleaf Library in Franconia for a program that is all about hummingbirds.  Betsy Fraser, a resident of Sugar Hill, will lead the program with a discussion about the migration of ruby-throated hummingbirds, their habits, and habitats.
