Rich McLeod called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm.

BOS Minutes 01/09/2012:  Formal readings of the January 09, 2012 BOS meeting minutes were waived.  The minutes of January 9, 2012 were approved as written.
  
Checks and Transaction List for 01/19/12:  The Board reviewed and signed the checks and transaction list for 01/19/12.
Energy Commission Resolution – The Select Board signed a resolution to establish an Energy Commission.
Energy Commission Appointments – The Select Board signed several appointments to the Energy Commission.
Thank you letters – Chief Mark Montminy’s party – Thank you letters were signed and will be mailed to area business that contributed to Mark Montminy’s retirement party.

3:00 CIP – Brian Williams & Mogens Jessen – The CIP and the Select Board reviewed several items on the 2012 CIP Report.
The Life Squad will need to meet with the CIP to discuss establishing an account for proposed capital projects.
Daily logs for vehicle usage were discussed and should be instituted in the near future.  Lydia Cumbee has volunteered to come up with a form.

Rich discussed with the CIP a recently received report from the DOT on town bridges.  Three bridges in town are on this report.  Currently the CIP does not consider this in their capital projects.

The Town of Franconia should consider moving ahead with energy improvements as recommended in a previous energy report.

Tax Maps - Sally presented the Board with a proposal to switch Mapping Companies.  Sally will schedule a representative from Tara Mapping to meet with the Select Board.  Tara Mapping has an online feature that would be utilized.  This mapping would eliminate the need for Ariel photo mapping.  
Warrant Article for Lafayette School Generator was discussed.  Sally will check with Gordie to see if they are still considering this as a warrant article.  Sally will also check with Gordie to see if any other commitments have been received.
Highway Department Expenditures will be paid as scheduled.
The Select Board discussed dedication of the 2011 Annual Report.  Rich will be working on the Select Boards contribution to the report.
The Board announced that a Director of Public Works has been hired and will start work on Monday, January 23, 2012.
