FRANCONIA BOARD OF SELECTMEN MEETING

Monday, March 19, 2012
A meeting of the Franconia Board of Selectmen was held at 3:00 pm on Monday, March 19, 2012 at the Franconia Town Hall.  Regular members in attendance were, John Lachapelle, Rollie Barnaby, Sally Small and Suzy MacDonald.

Rich McLeod called the meeting to order at 3:00 pm.

BOS Minutes 03/12/2012:  Formal readings of the March 12, 2012 BOS meeting minutes were waived.  The minutes of March 12, 2012 were approved as written.
  
Checks and Transaction List for 03/22/12 - The Board reviewed and signed the checks and transaction list for 03/22/12
Voluntary Merger – Lippmann (Map 12/Lots 32&33) – The Board reviewed and signed the Voluntary Merger for Lippmann (Map 12/Lots 32&33).
MS 2 – Report of appropriations – The Board reviewed and signed the MS 2 – Report of appropriations as voted at the Annual Meeting.
Hazard Mitigation Plan Agreement – Sally discussed with the Select Board the dates available to start meeting for Hazard Mitigation.  Sally is trying to coordinate a meeting for Wednesday, April 4, 2012 which is one of the only available evening dates.  The Police Chief, Fire Chief, Public Works Director, Select Board Member, Water Commissioner and Energy Commission member will be asked to attend.  Five to six, two hour meetings are requested.  Sally will put together an invite letter and all are expected to review the existing plan.  Rollie will represent the Select Board at these meeetings.


Highway Department Uniforms – The Finance Advisory Committee has discussed uniforms for the Highway Department and they are not recommending at this time.  They do recommend continuing with the boot allowance of $150.00 for 5 employees.  The Finance Advisory Committee is recommending the purchase of summer type golf shirts (4 per employee) for the summer season for the Highway Department and the Building and Grounds. The Select Board is going with the Finance Advisory Committee’s recommendations.
The Committee does suggest that Scott look into “outdoor” clothing to be purchased and retained by the Town of Franconia, Highway Department.  Scott is to obtain pricing and report back to the Select Board.  The Select Board is asking that Scott also produce a current inventory of “clothing” to be given to the Select Board.
Rich would also like to see either the Building & Grounds or the Highway Department purchase some smaller, more attractive cones to be used on the steps.
The bids notice for the 2 flat roofs at the Town Building and the roof at the Mittersill Fire Stations will be in The Courier on March 21, 2012.

The Select Board would invite Scott next Monday to discuss the steps out front of the Town Building.
Transfer Station Computer – Greg has spoken with Mike Hern regarding the Transfer Station computer (new purchase).  It has been suggested that the Transfer Station get a router and connect to the internet thru the Highway Garage.  This will make the computer more useful and will cut down on the need for portability.
On Tuesday, March 20, 2012 a recount will be held for the position of Selectmen.  There has been much discussion about the election results around town but nothing as a matter of record.    The Select Board has heard there may be an injunction to stop the recount but no official paperwork has been received yet.  Marilyn Knowlton, Town Clerk is currently waiting for a response from the Secretary of State.
The CIP Committee has developed a Monthly Mileage Report to be used for Town owned vehicles and equipment.    John will do a cover sheet and these reports will be given to department heads in the near future.
Once the minutes from the Town Meeting are done a copy should be sent to the Towns Attorney as a follow up on the petitioned article pertaining to the Children’s Center.

The Select Board discussed a complaint from a resident on Mt View Road.  Only one Select Board member has done a drive by and he feels there are no hazards, no health concerns and no safety concerns.  He does agree that the place could use a little cleanup.  The Town can’t dictate esthetics.
