FRANCONIA PLANNING BOARD
January 14, 2013

A regular meeting of the Franconia Planning Board was held on Monday, January 14, 2013 at the Franconia Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

CIP Board – No show (will see about rescheduling)

Thomas Smith LLC for Susan Thompson – Informal Discussion re:  Minor Subdivision Map 22, Lot 4-11.
Thomas Smith met with the Board to discuss the possibility of creating three new 5 acre lots and creating a new 6 acre lot which would add acreage to the existing 1.62 acre lot that the Kinsman Lodge sits on.  They are planning on doing a formal survey and questioned whether or not the major subdivision and lot line adjustment could be done as a combined application.  The Board seemed to think that this could be done.  
Gardner Kellogg & Joe Nelson revised plan for Minor subdivision on McKenzie Woods Rd Map 22 Lot 4-11
Gardner Kellogg proposed a revised plan for the minor subdivision on McKenzie Woods.  The problem was that Joe Nelson was missing approximately 17 feet of frontage to obtain his 200 ft of road frontage.  The revised plan shows taking the required difference from another part of the lot and leaving the small 18x10 piece of land for Public Service use.  The Board questioned whether we could approve this even though the frontage is not contiguous.  It does not specify in the Town’s zoning that it must be contiguous.  The Board asked to get the opinion of legal council.  Another issue that was discussed was whether the minor subdivision occurred this would create15 lots in the subdivision which triggers an AG sale with the purchase and sales agreement. This prompted discussion about whether this should go back to the developer for covenance change.  Joe Nelson produced a copy of deed and covenance which had a legal note on it protecting him.  The Board asked to get the opinion of legal council regarding whether the Planning Board can approve further subdivision of an approved subdivision without taking into account the deed covenants.  Is the covenants part of the approved plan?  The Board advised Joe Nelson that once they get the opinion of legal council they will let him know whether they would be willing to approve his plan.
Thad Presby – Informal Discussion for change of Use on Storage Unit Property 858 Easton Road and Main Street Property –

Thad informed the Board of some cosmetic changes to the main office building on 858 Easton Road.   The main building would become office space with the second floor used for storage.  Thad is also proposing building a new building on Main Street on the lot  between Dr. Strasser's and the Old Children’s Center building.  This would be an office building. He produced a plan with a septic design and reviewed all of the criteria he would have to meet with DES, Shoreline Protection and Wetlands permits along with putting more green space back.  The septic is large to include the possibility of expansion in the future.  Only wants to go through the process once.  The Board was excited that the property would be getting an overhaul.   
Approval of Minutes – 
Lydia Cumbee made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 10th meeting.  Brian Williams 2nd it and the motion carried to accept the minutes as written.
