The Board reviewed a letter that the Gargano’s drafted to Beth Edwards and sent to Select board pertaining to cleaning up the mess of selling them the property without a clear title.  
Kiril Roianov – Upon receipt of correspondence from Laura Spector the town’s attorney and the Selectmen regarding the violation of Kiril Roianov for building a multi unit dwelling on a lot that is not conforming to the zoning and the fact that he would like to combine the lot he owns in Sugar Hill with the Franconia lot but still this does not give him the required acreage for a multi-family dwelling.  The Board agreed that he is still in violation.  Mark Hesler agreed to put something in writing to let the Select Board know.

Joe Nelson – Dick Reinhold brought to the Boards attention the fact that there are certain soil types which may prohibit building or question the possibility of wet lands.  After much discussion it was decided that the due to the fact that on Lot 11-2 there is a soil type 347 B Lyme-Moosilauke the Board will ask Joe to obtain a wetlands specialist to examine the soil and see if it is possible for a driveway to be constructed on that soil.  Also if there is a requirement to go to DES for a wetlands permit. The Board would like to see that put in motion before they would consider signing off on his request.
