FRANCONIA PLANNING BOARD
November 12, 2012

A regular meeting of the Franconia Planning Board was held on Monday, November 12, 2012 at the Franconia Town Hall.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

Brian Ray for Ben Moyer Re: Modification of Boundary Line – 
Brian Ray met with the Board on behalf of Ben Moyer to discuss the modification of a lot line adjustment that was approved 4 years ago.  Ben Moyer was specifically looking for modification on Map 4 Lot 13.  He was asking to access this lot from an existing driveway off of Summit Drive because the original entrance off of Oaks Road has an extremely steep grade.  There was a restrictive covenance put on these lots by the homeowners association and Mr. Moyer is going to put the proposal in front of the homeowners association to see if they would lift the covenance and allow this.  Mr. Moyer was also seeking approval and something in writing by the Planning Board to remove stones and to access this lot via the driveway off the hammerhead even though the zoning states that no more than two driveways may be accessed off of one.  If the homeowners association allows this Mr. Moyer would come back to the Planning Board asking for the note on the original plan to be removed stating no access with a footnote to allow access.   The homeowners association would be responsible for maintenance of the driveways.  After much discussion the Planning Board decided to allow the access since it is safer for emergency access.  Brian Ray will return to the PB once they go before the homeowners association and get their permission.
Rick Gaudette - Fire Ponds and Cistern Issue -
Fire Chief, Rick Gaudette met with the board to discuss current and future requirements for fire ponds and cisterns in the Franconia Subdivision Regulations.  The Chief spoke about concerns and hopes of education developers on the importance of either a fire pond or cistern and incorporating the maintenance of these into the plans when they are approved.  The Chief told the Board that a fire pond has more value to the Fire Department than a cistern which only holds 10,000 gallons of water.  Currently, there is no mention of either in the subdivision regulations.  The Board agreed that this needed to be added to the subdivision regulations along with a maintenance agreement on who is responsible for making sure cistern is full and doesn’t leak and also maintenance of fire pond.   The Fire Chief also mentioned that he has talked to the CIP about setting aside money for cisterns.
Ken & Diane King – Informal Discussion about Building on Map 28 Lot 173 
Ken & Diane King met with Planning Board to get information on the possibility of building on Lot 173.  There is currently a building on Lot 172.  This is one of those situations where the lots are deeded separately and they are only taxed on one lot.  The Board thought that there was the possibility of building on it as long as the set-back requirements were met.  The King’s asked whether any leeway was given on non-conforming lots.  The Board said they would need to see the building permit and it would have to start with the Board of Selectmen.  It was also suggested by a member of the Planning Board that the King’s may want to explore the option of a shared septic.
Approval of Minutes –
Thad Presby made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2012 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Mary Grote and the minutes were accepted.
Meeting was adjourned at 8:35 PM.
